KHARGONE: Prime Min-

NEW DELHI: The Supreme 
Court on Tuesday stayed 
the Calcutta High Court 
order invalidating the 
appointment of 25,753 
teachers and non-teaching 
staf made by the state’s 
School Service Commis-
sion (SSC) in state-run and 
state-aided schools.

A bench comprising 
Chief Justice DY Chandra-
chud and Justices JB Par-
diwala and Manoj Misra, 
however, permitted the 
CBI to continue with its 
investigation and probe 
even members of the state 
cabinet.

The top court, how-
ever, asked the CBI not 
to take any precipitate 
action like arresting a sus-
pect during the investiga-
tion. Earlier in the day, it 

termed the alleged scam 
as a “systemic fraud” and 
said the state authorities 
were duty-bound to main-
tain digitised records per-
taining to the appointment 
of teachers and non-teach-
ing staf. The top court 
was hearing a batch of 
petitions challenging the 
Calcutta High Court’s April 
22 decision that invali-
dated the appointment of 
25,753 teachers and non
-teaching staf. “Public 
job is so scarce.... Nothing 

remains if the faith of the 
public goes. This is sys-
temic fraud. Public jobs 
are extremely scarce today 
and are looked at for social 
mobility. What remains in 
the system if their appoint-
ments are also maligned? 
People will lose faith, how 
do you countenance this?” 
the CJI asked the lawyers 
representing the state gov-
ernment.

The bench said the 
state government has 
nothing to show that rele-
vant data was maintained 
by the authorities and 
asked about its availability. 
“Either you have the data 
or you do not have it.... 
You were duty-bound to 
maintain the documents 
in digitised form. 

Now, it is obvious that 
there is no data. You are 
unaware of the fact that 
your service provider has 
engaged another agency. 
You had to maintain 
supervisory control,” the 
bench told the state gov-
ernment’s lawyers.

NEW DELHI:  Delhi Chief 
Minister Arvind Kejriwal 
failed to get any relief 
from the Supreme Court 
on Tuesday, with a two-
judge bench rising without 
pronouncing an order on 
granting him interim bail 
to enable him to campaign 
in the Lok Sabha elections.

Kejriwal has been 
accused of money laun-
dering in a case linked to 
the alleged Delhi excise 
scam.

A bench of Justices San-
jiv Khanna and Dipankar 
Datta, which reserved its 
order on grant of interim 
bail earlier during the day 
and said it will be pro-
nounced at 2 p.m., rose 
without delivering its ver-
dict.

The bench reserved its 
decision after hearing the 
arguments put forth by 
senior advocate Abhishek 
Singhvi and Additional 
Solicitor General S V Raju, 
who appeared for Kejri-

wal and the Enforcement 
Directorate, respectively.

Solicitor General 
Tushar Mehta, who also 
appeared for the probe 
agency, staunchly opposed 
showing any leniency to 
Kejriwal on account of the 
Lok Sabha polls and said 
granting interim bail to the 
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) 
national convenor would 
amount to creating a sep-
arate class for politicians.

The bench has divided 
the hearing on Kejriwal’s 
petition against his arrest 
into two parts. His main 
petition challenges his 
arrest by the ED and seeks 
it to be declared as illegal, 
while the second aspect 
pertains to grant of interim 
bail keeping in mind the 
ongoing Lok Sabha polls. 
The court has reserved the 
order on the issue of grant 
of interim bail.

Before rising for the 
day, the bench indicated 
that tomorrow the judges 
will be sitting in diferent 
combinations, and if the 
hearing on matters listed 
for Wednesday gets com-
pleted and the judges 
have time in hand, they 
would resume hearing 
Kejriwal’s plea against his 
arrest by the ED.

RERA imposes ine of 18.82 

lakh on Real Estate Project 

Promoters in Chhattisgarh

RAIPUR: In a signiicant development, 
the Chhattisgarh Real Estate Regulatory 
Authority (RERA) has levied ines total-
ing Rs. 18.82 lakh on promoters of  real 
estate projects for violating provisions 
outlined in the Real Estate (Regulation 
and Development) Act, 2016.

Under Section 4 (2) (1) (D) of the 
Act, promoters are obligated to deposit 
funds received from allottees into spec-
iied accounts and utilize them in accor-
dance with RERA stipulations. However, 
investigations conducted by the Regis-
trar, Chhattisgarh RERA, revealed non
-compliance by promoters, prompting 
stringent action. The projects implicated 
in the violation include V.I.P. City Sec-
tor-01 Extension, V.I.P. City Sector-02, 
and others. Despite clear directives, the 
RERA speciied accounts associated with 
these projects were found to be improp-
erly operated. Subsequently, a case was 
registered against the non-compliant 
promoters on March 11, 2024, under 
Section 60 of the Act.

RAIPUR: The South East 
Central Railway Raipur 
Division has designated 
a suitable location on 
the platform for waiting 
female passengers under 
the name ‘Akshita,’ where 
facilities for sitting during 
train waiting along with 
other necessary ameni-
ties have been provided 
for female travelers.

Senior Divisional Com-
mercial Manager Avad-
hesh Kumar Trivedi con-
ducted an unannounced 
inspection of the station 
in disguise and found 
that men were seated in 
the open waiting area on 
the reserved platform 
designated as the Akshita 
Safe Bubble for women. 
If men are found sitting 
in the waiting area des-
ignated for women, pas-
sengers are advised to 
immediately call 139 for 
notiication.

As a step towards 
women empowerment 
and to provide a safe and 
secure feeling to solo 
female travelers during 
railway platform waiting, 
it was necessary to pro-
vide such a place where 
they feel safe. With this 
objective, South East 
Central Railway Raipur 

Railway Division has des-
ignated such a place on 
its important stations like 
Raipur, Durg, and Bhilai, 
usually located in the 
middle of the platform, 
near Railway Protection 
Force posts, station mas-
ters’ oices, etc. Here, 
CCTV cameras are man-
datory, and facilities like 
water are nearby. Consid-
ering the above facilities 
at these stations, places 
were marked and bar-
ricaded to create a safe 
bubble. Female railway 

personnel of the Railway 
Protection Force con-
tinuously monitor these 
locations. Entry of male 
passengers is prohibited 
in this area, which allows 
solo waiting women to 
comfortably spend their 
waiting time on the plat-
form without any hes-
itation. Due to being 
marked, the attention of 
every railway employee 
remains on this safe bub-
ble, making it suitable for 
women from a security 
perspective. The Railway 
Protection Force Control 
Oice continuously moni-
tors this location through 
CCTV cameras.

duce, in which the main 
work is also the plucking 
of tendu leaves, which 
is called rural green 
gold, so the villagers 
give great importance to 
tendu leaves and pluck 

them with the whole 
family, from which they 
get the things they need. 

In all the committees 
including the highly sen-
sitive areas of Sukma 
district like Jagargunda, 
Bodkel, Missiguda, 
Palachalma, Kistaram, 
Puspalli, Gugma, Pong-

abhejji, a lot of tendu 
leaves are plucked. 
Tendu leaves are given 
more importance than 
paddy. 

According to the 
information received, 
this year the payment 
of tendu leaves will be 
made through banks, 
since the bank is located 
at a few places on the 
main road, due to which 
the villagers have to 
travel from a distance 
of 100 kilometers and 
make rounds of the 
crowd in the banks for 4 
to 5 days.  Due to which 
the villagers are trou-
bled. 

Their time and money 

is also wasted. There-
fore, a demand has been 
made to pay for tendu 
leaves in cash.

Last year also, tendu 
leaves worth more than 
50 crore rupees were 
plucked in Sukma dis-
trict, for which the vil-
lagers were paid in cash.

JAGDALPUR: The oice of 
Bastar Forest Divisional 
Oicer has been sealed by 
the Court of District and 
Sessions Judge. In fact, in 
the year 2021, a villager 
named Kamal Kashyap 
had an accident with a 
forest department vehicle 
in Bhanpuri area. Kamal 
Kashyap died in this acci-
dent. The deceased wife 
was the sole heir of the 
two children and par-
ents. In the year 2023, 
the court ordered to pay 
an amount of Rs 1 crore 
84 lakh to Chhattisgarh 
government and Bastar 
forest division oicer.

But the compensation 
amount was not being 
given by the department 
citing writing a letter 
to the government and 
going to the High Court. 
Finally, on 06 May 2024, 
the Jagdalpur Court 
expressed strong objec-
tion to this and issued an 
order to seal and conis-
cate the DFO oice. 

Court employees 
reached the DFO oice 
late on Monday evening 
and the main working 
oices were sealed.

According to the  

victim’s lawyer Nitin Jain, 
the Forest Department 
was continuously show-
ing reluctance in giving 
the amount and kept on 
holding departmental 
discussions but kept pro-
crastinating in giving the 
amount. Sometimes the 
code of conduct was used 
as an excuse and some-
times the argument of 
going to the High Court 
was given. Expressing 
displeasure over this, 
Jagdalpur Court sealed 
the oice. Now the vic-

tim’s family will be com-
pensated by selling the  
oice contents.

DFO Uttam Kumar 
Gupta says that the court 
had given time till May 9. 
But the oice was sealed 
3 days ago and we have 
written a letter to the 
government. Because 
the code of conduct will 
remain efective till June 
4, nothing can be done 
in the matter till then. 
However, we have corre-
sponded with the govern-
ment to allocate funds.

NEW DELHI:  Finance 
Minister Nirmala Sithara-
man  said the government 
has adopted “a pro-poor 
approach” while imple-
menting Goods and Ser-
vices Tax, and despite 
lower taxes rates the rev-
enues as a percentage of 
GDP have reached the 
pre-GST level. In a post on 
X (formerly Twitter), Sitha-
raman said without GST, 
states’ revenue from sub-

sumed taxes from FY 2018-
19 to 2023-24 would have 
been Rs 37.5 lakh crore. 
With GST, states’ actual 
revenue amounted to Rs 
46.56 lakh crore. “Despite 
the GST rate being less than 
the prescribed Revenue 
Neutral Rate and COVID-19 
afecting the revenues, GST 
collections (as a percentage 
of GDP) have now reached 
the levels they were before 
GST (both net and gross). 
“This demonstrates that 
the Centre & States, collec-

tively, through better tax 
administration, are able to 
collect the same revenue 
with a lower burden on our 
taxpayers,” she said.

GST, which was rolled 
out on July 1, 2017, had 
subsumed 17 taxes and 13 
cesses into a 5-tier struc-
ture, thereby simplifying 
the tax regime. The turn-
over threshold for registra-
tion rose to Rs 40 lakh for 
goods and Rs 20 lakh for 
services (from Rs 5 lakh 
on average under VAT). 

GST also reduced 495 dif-
ferent submissions (chal-
lan, forms, declarations, 
etc) across states to just 12. 
Sitharaman in a detailed 
post on GST talked about 
the origin of GST and its 
role in streamlining the 
indirect tax system. She 
also penned down how 
GST has beneitted peo-
ple through a pro-poor 
approach, while under-
scoring its role in promot-
ing cooperative and iscal 
federalism.

NEW DELHI : Capital mar-
kets regulator Sebi has 
rejected a proposal by the 
National Stock Exchange 
(NSE) to extend the trading 
hours in the equity deriva-
tives segment citing a lack 
of feedback from the stock 
brokers community. “Cur-
rently, there is no plan to 
extend the timings as Sebi 
has returned our applica-

tion as the stock brokers 
have not given the feedback 
that Sebi wanted. So, as of 
now, the extended time 
frame (plan) is shelved,” 
NSE MD and CEO Ashish-
kumar Chauhan said in a 
post-earnings analysts call. 
This came after the NSE 
had urged Sebi to extend 
trading hours in the equity 
derivatives segment in a 
phased manner. This was 
aimed at potentially cur-

tailing the overnight risk 
arising from global informa-
tion low. Sriram Krishnan, 
Chief Business Develop-
ment Oicer of NSE, had 
told PTI in September that 
the bourse was planning a 
session from 6 pm to 9 pm 
after a break from the clo-
sure of the regular session 
from 9.15 am to 3.30 pm. 
Based on the response, a 
gradual extension of the 
market timing till 11.55 pm 

was proposed on the lines 
of commodity derivatives. 
To begin with, only index 
derivatives in phase 1 were 
proposed to be available 
followed by single stock 
options and others.

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NEW DELHI: A new study from health-
care provider Pristyn Care found that 
5 out of 10 patients face delays in dis-
charge due to the time taken to pro-
cess medical insurance claims.

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NEW DELHI: Teaching 
minors about ‘good touch’ 
and ‘bad touch’ is not 
enough in today’s virtual 
world and children must 
be educated on the emerg-
ing concept of ‘virtual 
touch’ and its potential 
dangers, the Delhi High 
Court has said.

This involves teaching 
them appropriate online 
behaviour, recognising 
warning signs of preda-
tory behaviour and under-
standing the importance 
of privacy settings and 
online boundaries.

“This court is con-
strained to note that in 
today’s virtual modern 
world where virtual space 

has also become a breed-
ing ground of alleged vir-
tual afections between 
teenagers, they are not 
equipped to deal with 
the potential dangers of 
human traicking for pros-
titution and other side 
of crimes which exists in 
the virtual world,” Justice 
Swarana Kanta Sharma 
said on Monday. The high 
court’s observations came 
while dismissing a bail 
plea by a woman, Kamlesh 
Devi, accused of helping 
her son in sexually assault-
ing a minor girl after kid-
napping her and forcing 
her into prostitution.

The 16-year-old was 
allegedly kidnapped by 
Rajiv who befriended 
her on social media and 

kidnapped her when she 
came to meet him. The 
girl was taken to Madhya 
Pradesh and conined 
there for several days. 
She was allegedly sexu-
ally assaulted by the man 
and others.

It was also alleged that 
the girl was forced to 
marry a 45-year-old man 
in exchange for money. 
The teen alleged that the 
accused persons would 

bring various men to the 
premises where she was 
conined and she was 
forced to present herself 
to these men for sexual 
gratiication.

“Traditionally, eforts to 
protect minors from harm 
have focused on teaching 
them about ‘good touch’ 
and ‘bad touch’ in the 
physical realm. However, 
in today’s virtual world, 
it is crucial to extend this 
education to encompass 
the concept of ‘virtual 
touch’. Minors must be 
equipped with the knowl-
edge and tools to navigate 
online interactions safely 
and recognise potential 
risks lurking in cyber-
space,” the court said. It 
added that just as children 

are taught to exercise cau-
tion in the physical world, 
eforts must be made to 
teach them to develop crit-
ical thinking skills to assess 
the credibility of online 
contacts and safeguard 
their personal informa-
tion. “Moreover, parents, 
guardians and educators 
play a crucial role in fos-
tering digital literacy and 
promoting responsible 
online conduct among 
minors. By fostering open 
communication chan-
nels and providing guid-
ance on navigating the 
digital landscape, adults 
can empower children to 
make informed decisions 
and protect themselves 
from online threats,” the 
court said.

The Kerala government 
on Tuesday said that West 
Nile fever cases have been 
reported from Thrissur, 
Malappuram and Kozhik-
ode districts of the state.

State Health Minister 
Veena George, in a state-
ment, conirmed that 
cases of the viral infection 
have been reported in the 
state and that all the dis-
tricts have been asked to 
be vigilant.

As part of the vigil 
against the viral fever, 
spread by the Culex spe-
cies of mosquitoes, the 
Minister has ordered 
that steps be taken for 
mosquito control by 
destroying their breed-
ing grounds, the state-
ment said. The minister 
said that there was no 
need to be concerned, 
but requested anyone 
showing signs of fever or 
other symptoms of the 
West Nile infection to seek 
treatment immediately.

The main symptoms 
of West Nile infection are 
headache, fever, mus-
cle aches, dizziness and 
loss of memory, but most 
patients do not experi-
ence these, she said.

Some people experi-
ence symptoms like fever, 
headache, vomiting and 
itching and in one per cent 
of the cases, it can lead to 

brain damage resulting 
in unconsciousness and 
sometimes death, the 
minister’s statement said.

But the death rate is 
relatively low compared 
to Japanese encephali-
tis which shows similar 
symptoms and is more 
dangerous. It said that 
instructions to begin pre-
monsoon cleaning activ-
ities were already given 
in a high-level meeting 
held last week and now 
the District Medical Oi-
cers (DMOs) have been 
directed to further inten-
sify the same.

Court on Tuesday took

Observing that the 
state government “must 
act with alacrity” to ful-
il the needs for facilities 
in the high court, the 
bench asked the state

NEW DELHI: The senior-

Paris Olympics qualii-
cation of the women’s 
4x400m relay team 
should not be considered 
as a surprise result as the 
quartet was “sure” of 
achieving the feat.

“We knew that we 
had a good chance to 
qualify for the Olympics 
in men’s and women’s 
4x400m relay. We were 
sure about it,” said the 
33-year-old athlete. She 
said the decision to reach 
one month before the 
event also helped in the 

team’s quest for Olym-
pics qualiication as the 
move gave them enough 
time to acclimatise to the 
conditions. “Because of 
visa issues, I could reach 
20 days before competi-
tion but others reached 
here one month before 
the event. That really 
helped. For example, it is 
too windy here and you 
cannot suddenly come 
and do well here. It is 
good that we came here 
early and adapted to the 
conditions. “Even in food 
also, we were provided 
almost similar to Indian 

food. I was thinking that 
it was like the food I used 
to get in Thiruvanantha-
puram (where the team 
trained before going to 
Bahamas).”

Poovamma said she 
continued full-time train-
ing during the two-year 
ban for a doping ofence 
committed in 2021, before 
she inally returned to 
action during the Goa 
National Games last year.

“Had I taken break in 
training during the ban 
period, it would have 
been really difficult to 
come back.

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Shastri feels Dube 
could prove to be the 
most devastating bat-
ter for India with his 
bit-hitting ability.

DUBAI: Shivam Dube’s 
six-hitting prowess could 
help India pile up big 
totals in the upcom-
ing T20 World Cup and 
he along with Yashasvi 
Jaiswal will be key to their 
hopes of winning the title, 
reckons the team’s former 
head coach Ravi Shastri.

Both Jaiswal and Dube 
are set to make their 
World Cup debut at the 
ICC event scheduled to 
be held in the West Indies 
and USA from June 1. “The 
two gentlemen you’ve got 
to watch out for, and both 
are left-handers, both 
playing their irst World 
Cup,” Shastri told ICC.

“One is (Yashasvi) 
Jaiswal. We know a 
lot about him, he did 
extremely well against 
England, explosive at 
the top of the order, left-
hander, he’s young, he’s 
fearless and he’ll play 

shots.” Shastri feels Dube 
could prove to be the 
most devastating batter 
for India with his bit-hit-
ting ability.

“But there’s some-
one in the middle order, 
please watch out for 
[him], because he is 
explosive, he’s devastat-
ing and he’s a match-win-

ner. He hits sixes for fun, 
and when it comes to spin 
bowling, he can kill you,” 
Shastri said.

“He’ll park a few balls 
out of Long Island into 
the small island, he’s that 
kind of a player. He hits 
it big, he hits it long, and 
like I said, against spin, he 
could kill you.

“Even against the fast 
bowlers, he’s worked out 
his game, he’s understood 
the way to play and I think 
he holds the key at that 
number ive, number six 
position because if you’re 
on the doldrums, you 
want someone to change 
it in 20-25 balls, he’s the 
player to go to.”

MUMBAI: Former Aus-
tralia captain Michael 
Clarke does not read 
much into Rohit Shar-
ma’s string of poor 
scores, but suggests that 
the “fatigued” Indian 
skipper take a break to 
freshen up ahead of the 
T20I World Cup.

“Rohit, being the wise 
judge of his own perfor-
mances, will undoubt-
edly be disappointed, 
especially considering 
his strong start. In my 
view, he might be feeling 

a bit fatigued as well,” 
Clarke told Star Sports.

“A break to freshen 
up could do wonders 
for him, but as the 
Indian captain and a 
key player for Mumbai 
Indians, you’re not get-
ting a break. He’s going 

to have to ind form,” 
Clarke continued.

“He was in a great 
mood. He’s happy, which 
is a really good sign. He 
doesn’t seem to be strug-
gling with his timing; it’s 
just a matter of getting 
out,” he said.

“With someone like 
Rohit, it’s only a matter 
of time before he inds 
his form again. Hope-
fully, he stresses less 
and focuses on his game 
because he’s too talented 
to keep missing out”.

MUMBAI: Mumbai Indi-
ans have no plans to rest

PRAGUE: The Czech Republic’s high-
est court on Tuesday ruled to dis-
miss part of a law requiring people 
to undergo gender-airmation sur-
gery, including sterilisation, in order 
to oicially change their gender.

WARSAW: Bugging devices were found in a room 
where Polish Prime Minister Donald Tusk was 
scheduled to meet with his Cabinet on Tuesday, 
an oicial said. The Cabinet ministers were meet-
ing in Katowice, a southwestern Polish city where 
Tusk was attending an economic conference. Jacek 
Dobrzynski, the spokesperson for the head of 
Poland’s secret services, said a routine security check 
uncovered equipment that could be used for record-
ing or eavesdropping. He wrote on social media on 
Tuesday morning that “the State Protection Service, 
in cooperation with the Internal Security Agency, 
detected and dismantled devices that could be used 
for eavesdropping in the room where the meeting of 
the Council of Ministers is to be held today in Kato-
wice.” “The services are conducting further activi-
ties in this matter,” he 
added. The Cabinet 
traditionally holds a 
weekly meeting in War-
saw but exceptionally 
held it in Katowice due 
to the European Eco-
nomic Congress taking 
place there, at which 
European Commission 
president Ursula von 
der Leyen delivered a 
speech. Tusk and the 
government minis-
ters went to Katowice  
on Tuesday morning  
by train.

CAIRO: An Israeli tank 
brigade seized control 
on Tuesday of the Gaza 
Strip side of the Rafah 
border crossing with 
Egypt as Israel moved 
forward with an ofen-
sive in the southern 
city even as cease-ire 
negotiations with Hamas 
remain on a knife’s edge.

The development 
came after hours 
of whiplash in the

Israel, meanwhile, 
insisted the deal did not 
meet its core demands. 
The high-stakes diplo-
matic moves and mili-
tary brinkmanship left 
a glimmer of hope alive 
— if only barely — for an 
accord that could bring 
at least a pause in the 
7-month-old war that 
has devastated the Gaza 
Strip.

The Israeli incursion 
overnight appeared to be 
short of the full-ledged 
ofensive into Rafah 
that Israel has planned, 

and it was not immedi-
ately known if it would 
be expanded. President 
Joe Biden on Monday 
urgently warned Israeli 
Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu against 
launching an ofensive 

on the southern Gaza 
city, hiking pressure for 
a cease-ire. Aid groups 
say an attack would be 
catastrophic for the 
around 1.4 million Pal-
estinians crammed into 
Rafah, most of whom 
led Israel’s onslaught 
elsewhere in Gaza. 

The Israeli 401st Bri-
gade entered the Rafah 
crossing early on Tues-
day morning, the Israeli 
military said, taking 
“operational control” of 
the crucial border point.

Cur-
rently, the Chinese navy 
is involved in a stand-
of with the US-backed 
Philippines naval ships 
in the South China 
Sea. The Philippines 
is trying to assert its 
claim over the Second 
Thomas Shoal in the 
South China Sea which 
is strongly resisted by 
China. China claims 
most of the South China 
Sea. The Philippines, 
Malaysia, Brunei and 
Taiwan have coun-
terclaims. The three 
Indian naval ships were 
welcomed by personnel 
of the Singapore Navy 
and the High Commis-
sioner of India in Singa-
pore.

The “visit is poised 
to further strengthen 
the longstanding friend-
ship and cooperation 
between the two mari-
time nations through a 
series of engagements 
and activities,” the Min-
istry of Defence in New 
Delhi said in a state-
ment.
